Llanwrthwl Access/Exit  
 

Directions: 

From Builth Wells take the A470 north towards Rhayader. Pass through Newbridge-on-Wye and proceed 

for a further 5 miles. Approximately 680 yards past the Vulcan Arms, there is a left turn to Llanwrthwl. 

Access to the river is over a metal gate immediately on your left.  

 

Unloading & Parking:   WARNING!!!!  

Vehicles and trailers can be quickly loaded on the verge in front of the gate. If you require longer term 

parking, drive over the bridge and park along the road before you reach the village. Do not block this road 

and keep noise and disturbance to an absolute minimum. DO NOT PARK ANYWHERE ALONG THE 

A470, INCLUDING ON THE VERGES BETWEEN THE MAIN ROAD  AND THE BRIDGE, OR 

IN THE NEARBY BUS STOP. This is a very fast section of óAô road, parking on or near which would 

be a hazard to you and to other traffic. Also, please do not park in the Village Hall car park as was 

previously arranged. 

 

Accessing the water:   WARNING!!!!  

There is a locked gate to negotiate as the field may hold livestock. Enter the river downstream of the 

large tree as the gravels immediately below the bridge are an important fish spawning area at 

various times during the year, especially for salmon during the winter and grayling in April . The 

route to the river is marked on the map below in green.

Newbridge Access/Exit  

 
Directions: 

From Builth Wells take the A470 north towards Rhayader. On the other side of Newbridge on Wye, take 

the left turn onto the B4358 to Beulah. Access to the river is from the right bank on the downstream side 

of the bridge. 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 



 

 

Unloading and Parking: 

Unloading and parking is possible in the lay-by on your left immediately after crossing the bridge. Parking 

is also possible on the hard-standing directly opposite this lay-by. 

 

Accessing the water: WARNING!!!!  

Use the track leading down to the river from the lay-by. This is an important fish spawning area, 

especially for salmon in the winter and for grayling in April. YOU MUST ENSURE THAT YOU 

DO NOT DISTURB THE GRAVELS WITH PADDLES OR BY TREADING O N THE 

RIVERBED.  

 

 

 

 

Builth Wells Access/Exit  

 
Directions: 

Follow the Builth one-way system through the high street and round until you come to the Groe public car 

park on your left (entrance next to the Tourist Information Centre). 

 

Loading:
